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The “See You Jimmy” stages, aka The Jim Clark (National) Rally 2009 
 
After some rather hectic preparations, which included Sutton and Cheam 
club member Keith Mainland kindly agreeing to get on a 7am Sleasyjet flight 
to Edinburgh to provide service, we found ourselves at the Kelso Race 
Course based service area.  
 
With Scottish navigator Alan Ross and I having completed the recce the day 
before, and with a battery of lights already fitted for the night stages, all we 
had to do was make our final tyre choice of soft compound slicks before 
heading out to the first loop of stages. 
 

 
 
The spectator special stage around the town of Duns was soon over but was a 
good warm up for the newly acquainted crew. The first proper stage of the 
event, Bothwell, went without incident and as we made our way to the start 
of Abby St. Bathan daylight was fading fast. 
 
Our rather optimistic seeding, a result of me somehow walking away from 
the Circuit of Ireland with a trophy for first in class, had meant we were 
being persued by the somewhat quicker Evo9 of Barry Groundwater. When 
we had a bit of an off at the same corner which shortly before had claimed 
BRC front-runner David Bogie as well as then National Asphalt champion 
David Kynaston, Barry was not far behind. Although we were actually off 
the road when he arrived, he too spun and hit us. As we saw the glowing 
brake disks of the Evo9 approaching us backwards at speed Alan commented 
“oh, that’s going to hurt”! Convinced we were now out of the event we 
eventually got the car turned around and back on our way. Proceeding 
gingerly out of the stage we dropped about 2mins but were relived to still be 
going for one last run around Duns.    A slightly better inspection in service 
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confirmed that the damage looked worse that is was and with nothing broken 
or loose we returned to Parc Ferme 4th (out of 7) in class and 33rd O/A. 
 
The first loop of stages on Saturday went well with us climbing a couple of 
places but with plenty of fast sections punctuated by square corners, the 
brakes were taking a pounding.  The loop through Eccles and Leitholm saw 
the brakes suffer further and while we were having our time card filled out at 
the finish control, unbeknownst to me, the brake fluid had boiled causing a 
bit of a flap at the junction adjoining the road section back to service!  Alan 
phoned ahead and used his Aberdeen connections to draft in Andy Tong and 
Davy Moir to assist with swapping the brakes. The guys did a great job and 
with disks and pads changed and brakes bled we made it out of service just 
in time. 
 
In the panic to get the brakes sorted we’d not thought to look at the colour of 
the sky. As we started the road section to the final loop the heavens opened 
and we were on a medium compound slick. After a ‘moment’ on the road 
section desperately trying to get some heat into the tyres we had all but 
decided that the final loop was to be a ‘survival exercise’. We were therefore 
delighted that as we queued for the stage the rain stopped and it looked to be 
drying. A few corners in and the tyres were working well. We maintained 
position through Edrom and Blackadder but with the part worn pads we’d 
fitted at service now on their last legs we weren’t able to hold off the Evo9 of 
Keith Renton, who moved in front by 1.5seconds on the last stage of the 
event Fogo to leave us 24th overall and 5th in class.

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ENDURANCE RALLYING –  

A GREAT INTRODUCTION TO MOTORSPORT 
 

An article by Dave Gregory. 
 
If you have ever fancied stage rallying but have been put off by the cost, here 
is a great way to start. Endurance rally cars are limited to a maximum of 
1400cc, have limited modifications i.e. a rear roll cage,  a hand held fire 
extinguisher and competition seats and belts (and not FIA homologated ones 
at that ). A trip meter is highly recommended but not absolutely essential. 
  
Racing overalls are not allowed and  helmets are not compulsory but are 
allowed as long as intercoms are not fitted, tyres are one make  - Sportway. 
 
Pete Green and I started out using Pete’s family 998cc L reg. Micra which 
had over 100,000 miles on the clock, but the favourite cars for endurance are 
Rover200/MGZR and Peugeot 106’s.  
 
Our first event was the Great Bustard based in Shepton Mallet and using the 
Glastonbury festival site amongst others. We entered the Intro class which 
allowed us to run without any of the modifications listed above. We spent a 
day fitting a couple of spotlights and off we went.  
 
We were running at the back of the field as car 51. Our first stage, referred to 
as “selectifs “was a fifteen miler around the festival site and by the evening 
rest halt and some 12 selectifs later we were up into the twenties.  
 
The selectifs are in effect full blown stages run at an average speed of 40mph 
but unlike stage rallying you have to stop now and again at either a manned 
passage control for a signature or an unmanned code board with about 8 
letters and numbers to write down.   Navigation between selectifs takes the 
form of tulip diagrams.  
 
Following the evening halt a 100 mile road rally using marked maps was 
undertaken finishing at about 3.30am am. The rally proper resumed again at 
8.00am with a run out to Keevil airfield for a final couple of selectifs before 
the run back to Shepton for the results and lunch. We finally finished just 
inside the top 20. 
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Since our first event we have fitted the roll cage, seats, belts, fire 
extinguisher and trip meter and have competed on three further events.  
 
First was the Welsh using the WRC stages of Rheola  and the Walters arena 
complex, with a fantastic night rally around some of the best Welsh lanes.   
We again finished just in the top 20 and won our class.  
 
Next came the Huntsman rally based in Nottingham.  There were some great 
selectifs including a forest in the dark.  We struggled on the night rally with 
some very difficult navigation but managed a finish.  
 
Our last event was just a few weeks ago, the Exmoor Endurance Rally based 
at the Donniford Bay Holiday park. After some 50 miles of forest selectifs 
the Micra finally succumbed to a broken exhaust after hitting one rock too 
many and we had to retire before the night road rally.  We will be fitting a 
new exhaust and perhaps a sump guard before our next event.
