Fancy getting street legal?

Street legal drag racing is a relatively recent addition to the many classes that make up this arm of motor sport yet,
in a way; it goes back to the very roots of the sport. The very fist drag racers were hot rodders who raced from
traffic light to traffic light in towns and cities on the West Coast of the USA. By the sixties drag racing had
developed into a recognised motor sport and vehicles became much more tailored to the specific task of
accelerating as quickly as possible over a quarter mile. This obviously continued apace over the years diminishing
the link between ‘hot-rodding’ and drag racing.

In the early ‘80s a new form of drag racing with its basis firmly set in the roots of the sport started to appear —
street legal drag racing. Across the Pond it proved a huge hit with the fans largely because they could identify their
own vehicles with the street tyred, exhaust equipped cars they were watching on the strip. It rapidly developed into
its own sub-sport with several classes and whole meetings devoted to ‘street cars’.

It was never going to be as big in the UK but by the late ‘80s there was an annual one-off event for road legal cars,
the Street Racer Championship, held at York Raceway. There were also several smaller events which were run on
a time trial basis rather than actual races with prizes awarded to the quickest pass by a street legal car, usually
sub divided into 4, 6 or 8 cylinder motive power. The quickest elapsed times in this era were typically around the
12-second mark. 1995 saw the introduction of what has become the premier class in street legal drag racing — the
Custom Car (Magazine) Street Eliminator Series. It is in this championship that CMC associate members lan Hook
and Trevor Jones compete under the banner of FB Racing. Today, as well as the CCSE (Custom Car Street
Eliminator) series, there are two other well-subscribed street-legal championships. The first is the National Street
Car Challenge. Competitors and events have a definite northern flavour and its quirky rules allocate points for
attendances at hot rod shows as well as for race wins. There is also the Street Machine Street Racer Sunday
series. Whilst not strictly racing (it is time trialing as described above) points are awarded for the quickest times at
each event with a championship winner crowned at the end of the season.

As the ‘street legal’ drag racing scene grew, a lot of debate had arose about what really constituted a ‘street’ car
and the Street Eliminator Series has always tried very hard through its rules to capture the essence of this.
Obviously the first criteria are that the cars must be road legal (MOT, insurance, etc.) and must race in that
condition. They must also be able to run on regular, forecourt available pump petrol (although certain commercially
available additives are allowed). To test the ‘streetability’ of the cars all competitors must complete a 20-30 mile
‘cruise’ and fuel stop at the end of the final days qualifying session. This incorporates a hot start test where the
cars engine must be fired up within two minutes or the driver does not qualify for the following days races. At ALL
times treaded street legal tyres with tread depth conforming to current MOT regulations must be used. This is
perhaps the greatest leveller and, although huge power outputs are important, getting it through those treaded
tyres and onto the tarmac is vital. It is perhaps these rules that have made CCSE the most respected of its type
and in doing so have attracted more & quicker competitors each season.

Performances have improved radically. In 1995 the winning car ran a best Elapsed Time of 10.57. By 2000 cars
were deep into the ‘nines’ and 2001 saw the first eight-second passes (lan Hook’s '34 Ford being the second car
in the UK to run that quickly). Today the ET record, held by Steve Patemans 11 litre Calibra, stands at 8.144
seconds whilst John Webster in a ‘56 Chevy at 177.8 mph holds the MPH record. 2004 sees the debut of several
turbo-charged cars and it is almost certain that we'll see our first seven-second passes and terminal speeds
approaching 190mph.

If you fancy catching some of these stunning performances you don't have far to travel. Four times a year the
CCSE cars visit nearby Shakespeare County Raceway (Long Marston), just south of Stratford-on-Avon. For dates
and more information on the cars and classes check out the FB Racing website at www.fbracing.co.uk.
